1. The quiz will be conducted in two phases. Phase I will be the prelims. Phase II 

will be the Finals 

2. Phase I will be conducted online on www.sibmpune.edu.in/iaspire 

3. Phase I will be held on 4 days between 15
th
 August 2010 and 22

nd
 August 2010

4. Participation will be in teams of three members each 

5. Only one entry per team will be considered per Quiz Prelim 

6. A team can participate in either one, two, three or all four of the Online Prelims 

7. Only the highest score from all the prelims attempted will be considered to select 

the entrants into Phase II 

8. There are no entry fees for participating in B-Quizzed @ SIBM 

9. The teams participating will need to fill up a registration form along with the quiz. 

This is an online quiz which will be open for a window of 60 Minutes only and no 

prior registration is required 

 

B. Eligibility 

1. Contest is only open to students pursuing their Under Graduate
1
 studies in India 

2. This quiz is open to only students pursuing their under-graduate studies. If at any 

point of time, it is found otherwise, the participant and the team would be 

disqualified 

3. All team members must be from the same institute 

4. One person can be a part of only one team 

5. If any participant is found to be part of more than one team that submits its entry 

during  any prelim quiz, the participant along with the 2 teams involved and also 

the participants of the other teams will be barred from the prelims along with all 

their entries being considered null and void 

 

C. Phase II  

1. A total of 13 teams will be chosen to participate in Phase II (semi-finals & finals) 

to be held at SIBM Pune on the 5th September 2010 

2. The 13 teams chosen for Phase II will be the 13 teams with the highest scores 

scored in any of the Prelims among all the teams at the end of the 4 Prelims 

3. Every Quiz Prelim will contain 4 star marked questions which will be used in the 

scenario of breaking a tie

Undergraduate programs of study include those leading to a bachelor's or first professional degree (this 

excludes diplomas and certificates below degree level). A graduate must be from any statutory university, 

approved by UGC. Candidates passing degree examination by part time or correspondence course are not 

eligible. 



 

 

4. In case of multiple all correct entries or a tie in choosing a team at any point, the 

winners will be chosen on the basis of a tie-break based on the number of star 

mark questions answered. If the tie is still not broken, then sudden death will be 

used wherein all the questions will be checked in serial order and the first team to 

get an answer wrong will be eliminated 

6. Teams must send entries with correct and valid email address and any other 

specific information requested in the quiz announcement. The organizers are not 

responsible for and will not consider incomplete or incorrect entries 

7. All teams qualifying for the semi-finals will be contacted at the email addresses 

provided during the team registration and the organisers will not be responsible 

for any delay in communication due to invalid email address or due to incorrect 

details provided. Any communication received from the registered email address 

will  be considered as final 

8. No correspondence will be entertained by the organizers from the participants or 

winners with respect to the contest decisions 

9. Confirmation of acceptance to attend the Phase II requires an email response to 

the organizers from the winner's email address within 2 days of being notified of 

winning. Failure to respond shall mean that the participant team forfeits the entry 

into semi-final 

10. If a team which has qualified for Phase II expresses its inability to attend the semi-

finals at SIBM Pune, the team next in the order of merit will be invited to fill the 

vacancy thus created. At no point are the organizers obliged/ required to 

compulsorily award a vacant spot to any other team 

11. If a team qualifies for phase II and in case an original participant of the team is 

unable to attend the event in Pune, the team is to inform the organizing committee 

at the earliest. It is at the discretion of the organizing committee to entertain such 

cases or not. Also the decision of the organization in this respect will be final 

 

D. Mandatory details: 

1. Entries selected for participating in the contests requires valid email id, name, 

Name of Institute, location of Institute and phone number. The details provided by 

the contestant may be validated entirely at the discretion of the organizers 

2. All contestants making it to the semi-finals and hence on to the finals are required 

to bring with them photo Id proofs along with their Institute Id card. Also the 

participants would need to carry a bona fide certificate from the institute stating 

the year of joining and the current year of study 

 

E. Travel Reimbursement: 

1. Travel claims of only the teams qualifying for the Phase II to be conducted at 

SIBM Pune will be reimbursed subject to certain conditions 

2. The organisers will reimburse the to and fro travel charges subject to the ceiling of 

3AC for the shortest distance between Pune and the originating city. The 

participants should provide copies of the return tickets to be eligible for travel
